Where the Mountain Meets the Moon by Grace Lin Receives a Newbery Honor 

Ash by Malinda Lo and Beautiful Creatures by Kami Garcia and Margaret Stohl are William C. Morris Debut YA Finalists


NEW YORK (January 18, 2010) – Little, Brown Books for Young Readers today announced that four of its titles have been honored at the 2010 American Library Association (ALA) Midwinter Meeting in Boston. The Lion & the Mouse by Jerry Pinkney has been awarded the Randolph Caldecott Medal, bestowed annually by the Association for Library Service to Children, a division of the ALA, to the artist of the most distinguished American picture book for children.  Where the Mountain Meets the Moon by Grace Lin received a John Newbery Honor for its contribution to American literature for children, and also honored were Ash by Malinda Lo and Beautiful Creatures by Kami Garcia and Margaret Stohl, both William C. Morris Debut Young Adult Award Finalists.
 
The Lion & the Mouse, illustrated by celebrated artist Jerry Pinkney, is a breathtaking, near-wordless adaptation of Aesop’s classic fable of kindness repaid between an unlikely pair of creatures.  Set in the African Serengeti and filled with jaw-dropping landscapes, emotionally stirring scenes, and deeply expressive characters, Pinkney “has no need for words, his art speaks eloquently for itself,” Publishers Weekly raved in a starred review.  Edited by Senior Executive Editor Andrea Spooner, The Lion & the Mouse is a New York Times Best Illustrated Book of 2009, a Horn Book Fanfare title, and was the recipient of five starred reviews, among many other accolades.  

“Jerry Pinkney began his extraordinary career when he published his first book with Little, Brown in 1964 and we are proud to be celebrating this remarkable achievement with him 46 years later,” said Megan Tingley, Senior Vice President and Publisher of Little, Brown Books for Young Readers.  “The Lion & the Mouse is a timely and remarkable work as well as a brilliant reminder that sometimes a picture can truly be more powerful than words.”  

One of the most heralded children’s book illustrators of all time, Jerry Pinkney is a five-time recipient of both the Caldecott Honor and the Coretta Scott King Award.  He has received four previous New York Times Best Illustrated Awards, has been nominated for the Hans Christian Andersen Award, and his artwork is exhibited worldwide.  




Where the Mountain Meets the Moon, written and illustrated by Grace Lin, earned a Newbery Honor.   The story of a young girl who sets out to change her family’s fortune, told in a magically interwoven narrative and inspired by Chinese folklore, is both an enchanting fantasy adventure and an inspiring parable for realizing happiness and gratitude in everyday life.  Accompanied by Lin’s vibrant full-color artwork throughout, Where the Mountain Meets the Moon was edited by Senior Editor Alvina Ling.  It was featured on Al Roker’s Book Club for Kids on the Today Show, received three starred reviews, and given a 2009 Parents’ Choice Gold Award.

Also recognized from Little, Brown Books for Young Readers were two young adult novels, both William C. Morris Debut YA Award Finalists for the authors’ impressive first books for teens.  Ash by Malinda Lo, an entrancing retelling of the classic Cinderella tale, was edited by Assistant Editor Kate Sullivan.  Beautiful Creatures by Kami Garcia and Margaret Stohl is a riveting combination of Southern gothic mystery and paranormal romance, edited by Editorial Director Jennifer Hunt and Associate Editor Julie Scheina.
