


Interesting facts from WRONG:

¢ In the 1980s and 1990s, anti-arrhythmic drugs were heavily
prescribed as the standard treatment for heart attack patients.
Then doctors realized that though these drugs helped suppress
irregular heart beats, they also killed more people than the
Vietnam War did—roughly 40,000 people a year.

Of the 10 deadliest plane crashes in history, cockpit tapes
reveal that six of them—Kkilling a total of 2,400 people—took
place with at least one crew member being fully aware of the
mistake that was about to bring the plane down, but keeping
quiet because the rest of the crew thought differently.

Recent headlines have reported that researchers have found a
new approach for fighting jet-lag, a possible cure for Huntington’s
Disease, and a technique for reversing the progress of multiple
sclerosis, without ever having mentioned that the results were

based entirely on genetically engineered mice.

Tom Brady is arguably the most successful professional
qguarterback of the past 13 years.
